This served to further unite the colonies in their opposition to the British. The Boston Tea Party was one of a series of events that led to the American Revolution.

I believe MOORE TEA CITIZENS’ events need to focus on bringing concerned citizens together, independent of their political beliefs, who are concerned about government spending and intrusion into their lives. To change the direction we are going, the citizens of our country must not look at each other as Republicans, Democrats or Independents, but as people concerned about the future of America for their families. To make that change will require more than conservatives speaking to conservatives about what they already agree on.  MOORE TEA CITIZENS must be non-political, and be focused on ideas and concerns that unite all concerned Americans. 

A recent research study by the Pew Research Center showed that of Independents 17% leaned towards Democrats and 12% leaned toward Republicans.  The number of voters identifying themselves as Independent is at its highest level in 70 years. There are not enough registered Republicans to win national elections without support from Independents and fiscally conservative Democrats.  Republicans will continue to lose elections until they attract independent votes AND some of those fiscally conservative Democrats.  

MOORE TEA CITIZENS must avoid being conservatives preaching to other conservatives. To have a positive effect on election results, we must draw fiscally conservative Democratic and Independent voters.  When only Republicans give campaign speeches we will defeat our cause. We must not attack individuals with insults that will turn Democrats and Independents away.  All must be welcomed, and know that we keep our principles and actions above personalities.

MOORE TEA CITIZENS must be willing to tackle the issues that bring competing ideological views together. Consider taxes, runaway spending, intrusive government in our private lives, and members of congress who willfully disregard their constituents. Talk about these issues! Work to unite with others, not to shun them. Invite Republican, Democratic and Independent voters to listen to issues that will bring people together and possibly, slowly, transform the government into what our founding fathers intended it to be.
